FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Once | am in the program, what am | required to do?

Because we view this as a partnership, the ASPIRE/SSS has
expectations rather than requirements. It is expected that you will b
committed to earning your degree and that you will take advantage
of the services that meet your academic needs. We will make rec-
ommendations for you that we expect you to carefully consider.

Meeting with your ASPIRE adviser to discuss your progress, at-
tending appropriate workshops or other activities, and taking advan
tage of at least two cultural activities during the academic year are
invaluable components to your success. Contracts are reviewed ar
revised to reflect each partic
demic classification.

While participation is voluntary , keep in mind that ASPIRE has
specific objectives that it musbraeekceailand report on to
the Department of Education. Consequently, the ASPIRE program
aims to admit those participants who are committed to seriously
focusing on their academic success.

How do | get accommodations for my disability?

While ASPIRE/SSS does provide free services to students with
disabilities, those serviceae@ademim nature, such as tutoring,
financial aid information, academic skills development, and other
kinds of programming or activities.

It is from thisability Support Servicé@SS) Office that you
would receive appropriate accommodations, sudlakiagiote
signers, extended #aéting time, and so on. Students must submit
documentation of their disability and their need for accommodations

Lastly, if you are eligible for ASPIRE only as a student with a
disability, yoausthave on record the appropriate documentation
with DSS, which will verify that information for our program.

What will ASPIRE/SSS services cost me?

There are no fees for services received from the ASPIRE/SSS
program. The program offers free academic and personal counselin
services, tutoring and cultural enrichment opportunities. However,
the program will cost you your time, interest, eord iydmnent
to fulfill your obligations as an ASPIRE/Student Support Services
participant.

What is TRO?

The Federal TRprograms are educational opportunity out-
reach programs designed to motivate and support students from
backgrounds that have been historicallsepnelegnted in higher
education. Initially, there were three such-feddesdlgrant
programs, born out of the Higher Education Act of 1965, Upward
Bound, Educational Talent Search, and Student Suppdért Services

TRO now includes Educational Opportunity Centers, the Ronald
E. McNair Postbaccalaureate Achievement Program, Upward
Bound Math &cience, and Veterans Upward Bound. All are
funded and administered by the U.S. Department of Education, and
are committed to providing educational opportunities for all
Americans regardless of race, ethnic background, or economic cir-
cumstance.
