Title: More Vegetarian and Vegan Options in the Cafe

That Sodexho offer more vegetarian and vegan options at each meal.

BE IT FUTHER RESOLVED THAT: Sodexho lessen their use of meat, meat stock, and other animal
products to cook and flavor vegetables.
