Application requirements for the Speech-Language Pathology Master’s program are:

· CSD, SLP, or Speech/Hearing Sciences Majors: These forms are to be completed by faculty/staff members in CSD who directly taught, advised, or supervised the applicant.
· Degree in a field not listed above: These forms are to be completed by faculty/staff members within the applicant's field of study who directly taught, advised, or supervised the applicant. 
· Any exceptions to the credentials of the reviewer must be preapproved by Dr. Edwards, Graduate Program Coordinator.
· Funding: 
· GA positions: Applicants must complete the GA application on CSDCAS if they want to be considered for one of the positions.
· Funding: Limited funding opportunities are available to applicants. All applicants will be automatically considered for funding opportunities during the admissions process, without the need to complete additional applications.
· The University is unable to provide notification of missing application elements. 
 
*To ensure that applications are processed on time, due to the high-volume processing demand in January for CSDCAS, it is strongly suggested that applications and documents be submitted 2-3 weeks before the January 15th deadline.
